5. MBA Curriculum
MBA First Year

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Circulation (Issue and Return) Rules

LRC maintains the Library Management Software KOHA for issue and return of reading materials. Library members are
required to furnish their library membership number while issue of books. They are also required to put their signature
in a register which is being in LRC Office.

LRC returns the books from user accounts. Also, LRC checks the due dates for necessary action. Books are sent to
stack for shelving. Books should be brought physically for return and renewals. A renewal over telephonic/verbal
requests/written communication is not entertained.

Penalty on Overdue Books
Fine on overdue books will be charged at the rate of Rs.2/- per day across member’s categories (student/staff/faculty
etc.).

If the book/any other material is reported (in writing) as lost/misplaced by the students/ faculty/staff or any other
member, the overdue charges are not levied in such case from the date of report until the same is replaced. However,
such transactions must be settled within two months from the date of reporting of the loss.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of the Indian Institute of Management (IIM), Sambalpur as
at 31"March 2020, Income& Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account for the year
ended on that date under Section 19 (2) 6f the Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers and
Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 read with Section 23(3) of the Indian Institutes of Management Act,
2017. These financial statements are responsibility of the IIM’s Management. Our responsibility is to

express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of
India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best
accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial
transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity)
and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s

Audit Reports separately.

5 We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India.
These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about
whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes examining, on
a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also
includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as
well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a

reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

)] We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge and
belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

(i1) The Balance Sheet and Income & Expenditure Account/ Receipts & Payment Account dealt
with by this Report have been drawn in the revised format of Accounts, prescribed by the Ministry of
Education, Government of India vide order No.29-4/2012-IFD dated 17 April 2015.

(iii)  In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been maintained by
the Institute as required, in so far as it appears from our examination of such books.

(iv)  We further report that:

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A. BALANCE SHEET
A.1 Designated/Earmarked/Endowment Funds: Rs.32,19,73,576(Sch-2)

The closing balance of General/Designated/Earmarked/Endowment Fund was reflected as Rs.32.20 crore
under Schedule-2 but interest accrued but not due amounting to Rs.11.99 crore was not exhibited in the
Schedule and the amount was shown under Current Assets (Sch-7 SL. No.3.a). This resulted in
understatement of Designated/Earmarked Fund by Rs.11.99 crore and overstatement of Current Assets as
well as Corpus/Capital fund to the same extent. Despite being pointed out in last year through management

letter, no corrective measure has been taken in this regard.

A.2 Current Liabilities & Provisions: Rs.83,72,45,623/- (Sch-3)

- The Institute had received Grants-in-Aid of Rs.6.92 crore under the Object Head-31 (Salary) during the
year 2019-20. After adjusting excess expenditure of Rs.4.90 crore incurred during the year 2018-19 under
this Object Head, the available balance wasRs.2.02 crore against which the Institute made revenue
expenditure of Rs.10.98 crore. The excess expenditure of Rs.8.96 crore (Rs.10.98 crore - Rs.2.02 crore)
was reflected as Grant-in-Aid (Salary) receivable under Sch.-10 without receiving any sanction order in r/o
release of such Grants. This resulted in overstatement of Capital Fund as well as Loans and Advances
byRs.8.96 crore.

A.3Assets:
A.3.1 Fixed Assets (Tangible): Rs.9,60,87,484/- (Sch-4)

A.3.1.1 For the Deposit Work i.e. providing and fixing wall paneling, false ceiling, wooden &vinyl flooring
etc. relating to the development of campus in the premises of Sambalpur University, Burla an amount of
Rs.75.49 lakh was deposited(2019-20) with the EE, Sambalpur Project Division, CPWD, Sambalpur.

As per the expenditure statement (Form-65, March, 2020) furnished by the EE, CPWD, Sambalpur
an expenditure of Rs.52.84 lakh was made and the physical/financial progress of the Deposit Work was
reported as only 70% as on 31° March 2020. Despite non-completion of the works, the expenditure amount
of Rs.52.84 lakh was capitalized and depreciation @ 50% was provided on it during the year 2019-20. This
resulted in over statement of Fixed Assets by Rs.52.84 lakh and understatement of Capital Work-in-
Progress to the same extent. Further, this also resulted in over statement of depreciation/expenditure by

Rs.26.42 lakh and understatement of surplus to the same extent.

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Net effect of Audit Comments on Accounts:
The net impact of audit comments given in the preceding paragraphs is overstatement of assets by Rs.20.95
crore and overstatement of liabilities by Rs.8.96 crore.

B. General:

As per New Format of Accounts prescribed by the MHRD for Higher Educational Institutions of
Government of India, claims receivable are to be shown under Schedule-8 (Loans, Advances & Deposits).
However, Rs.71.55 lakh towards refund of Goods & Services Tax (GST) input credit and Rs.61.71 lakh
towards other receivables, totaling Rs.133.26 lakh was shown under Schedule-7.Despite being pointed out

in last year report, no corrective measures were taken by the Institute.

C. Grant-in-Aid

The IIM, Sambalpur is mainly funded by the Ministry of Education, Govt. of India, New Delhi in
the form of Grants-in-Aid (GIA). Out of total Grants-in-Aid of Rs.16.47 crore received during the year
2019-20 together with previous year balance of Rs.12.41 crore and interest income of Rs.1.10 crore
totaling to Rs.29.98 crore, the Institute utilized Rs.19.01 crore during the year 2019-20 leaving a balance
of Rs.10.97 crore as on 31%* March 2020.

v. Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance sheet and
Income & Expenditure Account/Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by this report are in agreement

with the books of accounts.

vi. In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the
said financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and Notes on Accounts, and subject to
the significant matters stated above and other matters mentioned in Annexure-I to this Audit Report give a

true and fair view in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in India:

a. In so far as it relates to the Balance Sheet, of the state of affairs of the Indian Institute of
Management (IIM), Sambalpur as at 31% March 2020; and

b. In so far as it relates to Income & Expenditure Account of the surplus for the year ended on
that date.

4. System of Physical Verification of Inventory: The Annual Physical Verification of Inventory of
the Institute for the year 2019-20 has been conducted by the Committee formed for the purpose by
IIM, Sambalpur.

5. Regularity in payment of statutory dues: The Institute is regular in depositing the statutory dues

with appropriate authorities.
