To better assure the text's flow, authors should limit the number of footnotes they use—no more than three. Throughout the paper, they must be numbered consecutively, with superior numerals used for numbering outside of punctuation, that is, after the full stop. 
Subsection One (12pt, Italic, Bold)
Kindly send tables as editable text rather than picture files. Tables can be positioned at the end of the article on a separate page or next to the pertinent text on the page. Kindly arrange the tables according to their occurrence in the text by numbering them consecutively, and tuck any table remarks beneath the table body. Use tables sparingly, and make sure the information they include doesn't repeat findings that have already been discussed in other sections of the essay. Below is an example of a table format.
